Assignment 3 (In group of 2 members)
Due date: Wednesday (1/9/2010) before 5pm

Goal: To create a computerized version of a worksheet showing projected expenses for a University students'. The design of the worksheet is based on this hand-drawn planning version.
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1) The first step is to start a new worksheet.

2) Next, type descriptive labels for the worksheet and TITLE, and label the 
rows and columns.

3) You should change the format of the cells to allow them to 
show the dollar sign figures (currency). 

4) Now the data: 
a) Tuition and fees was a one-time fee which you paid in September 
($2550) 
b) Books were also a one-time fee, also paid in September. ($750)
c) Rent is a constant $350 a month. However, you had to pay $255 dollar 
damage deposit in your first month.
d) Utilities are getting more expensive as the cold sets in. (Sept. $150, 
Oct. $160, Nov. $175, Dec. $195)
e) Food is a constant $360 a month.
f) Transportation is also a constant $220 a month.
g) Others have been $200 a month for the first three; however this 
increases in December up to $500 for your Hari Raya Festival Shopping.

5) Once you have the data filled in, you need to calculate the totals for each 
month, as well as the totals for each row.

6) Once the formulas are entered, and totals are complete, you should format 
the worksheet to make it much more attractive. However, keeping in 
mind that the worksheet will be read by others and it should be readable. 

7) Based on the the worksheet, create a chart depicting the data entered in a 
graphical form,

Some Guidelines:
a) Highlight the data from the worksheet from which you wish to chart. 
b) From insert, choose chart.
c) Choose a column chart
d) The column chart often looks best when the months lay on the horizontal 
axis (bottom). To do this, choose "series: in rows"
e) The chart should be placed on the same page as your worksheet.
